The figurehead 

was as golden as the scorch-

ing, hot sun. ò Mark 

 

òErik had eyes as green as 

grass and his hair was as 

orange as a flame.ó Eve 

Arts Week  
 

We examined fabrics and  
souvenirs from Ghana, Africa 
while listening to African pop 
music. We had fun dressing 
up and looking at tourist 
maps.  
 
Since Africa is famous for its 
wonderful sunsets, we  
created watercolour  
paintings of them and used 
straws and black paint to 
make silhouettes.  
 

Music 
 
During Arts Week, we had a 
drumming workshop and we 
all had the opportunity to 
drum different rhythms on 
djembe drums and to learn 
African words to help us keep 
time.  
 
In class, we have learned  
several songs and practiced 
singing with expression and 
dynamics. We performed one 
of these songs in our class  
assembly. It was a Viking  
rowing song. 



Wider Curriculum 

Science 
 

We have continued to care 
for our class plants and have 
had several harvests of tasty 
tomatoes from the  
windowsill.  
 
We have investigated  
shadows and how they 
change through the day by 
designing our own  
experiments and recording 
our results clearly.  
 
We also investigated rocks 
and whether they are  
permeable, semi -permeable 
or impermeable. We learnt 
about how rocks get  
weathered and become the 
basis of soils. 

Trailblazer Activities  
 
During Arts Week, we  
created lots of works of art 
in the school grounds,  
including clay faces on the 
tree trunks and circle -shaped 
designs using natural and 
found objects.  

Numeracy  
 
We used measuring tapes to 
measure the size of Viking 
longships, from 15 to 37     
metres long. We were        
surprised how long they were 
and practised rowing in a 
longship. 
 

We learnt a popular Viking 
game called hnefetafl. It is a 
strategy game a bit like chess 
and we practised planning 
our next moves to try to       
capture the King or get him 
to safety. We enjoyed the 
game so much that we taught 
it to the children who visited 
us from St. Maryõs at      
Bentworth.  

At the start of term, we 
practised measuring the 
capacity of different  
containers. We used  
measuring jugs to help us 
and recorded our findings.  
 
We have practised our  
calculation strategies and 
tried using them to solve 
word problems.
